To get started, review the bills pending in your state legislature at the beginning of the legislative term and from time to time during that term. Because it is hard to be an expert on a large number of bills, it may be wise to select a small number of bills to support or oppose. That way you can fully understand the issues and can discuss the pros and cons effectively. If there are other affiliates in your state, you may want to confer with them to discuss which bills are most worthy of support or opposition. If you have trouble locating important bills on your state’s web site, search for Josh Slocum’s “Advocacy 101” 2-part presentation on tracking bills.

Fill in the bill numbers, the names of the sponsors, a few descriptive words to act as a name, and a short summary of the bill. The last column is to show the status of the bills at the end of the legislative term.
